students to help them understand key concepts

Student Lab Assistant - Typical duties include setting up labs, preparing simple chemical solutions, cleaning equipment and answering student's questions during a lab

experiment.

Teaching Assistant - help teachers prepare for lessons by getting materials ready, setting up equipment and arranging the classroom environment. May assist the classroom teacher

with grading tests.

Certified Student Assistant - Group Exercises Instructors create and deliver fitness classes; ensures safety of participants.

Institutional and Work Study Student Assistants - operate standard office equipment. Filing; sorting and/or alphabetizing documents; copying; answering telephones; greeting

visitors; assists with bulk mailing projects; pickups and deliveries.
