• Small Class Sizes with dedicated faculty and advising.

• Students choose an advising area that allows their 
academic and faculty advisors to know their specific 
careers goals, including:

• Pre-Medicine
• Pre-Pharmacy
• Pre-Physical Therapy
• Pre-Dentistry
• Pre-Veterinary 

• Lots of one-on-one attention with Advisor, who’s 
duties include:
